Novelist Jessica Brody strikes a sensitive chord in her provocative debut, THE FIDELITY FILES (St. Martin’s Press: June 10, 2008; Original Trade Paperback), the story of a charismatic Los Angeles woman who goes undercover as a “fidelity inspector” to test men’s loyalty. 
The novel confronts the thorny issue of infidelity head-on with its controversial main character Jennifer Hunter. Troubled by a childhood incident that left her burned and bitter about love, Hunter dedicates her life to catching cheaters in the act. Operating under the code name “Ashlyn,” she is hired by suspicious wives and girlfriends to test the faithfulness of their partners. Hunter seamlessly transforms her identity, like a modern-day female superhero—from sexy flight attendant to pro-football fan and professional poker player—all for the purpose of exposing cheating men. Her inspections have strict guidelines, however – she never initiates anything and she never has sex with a subject – she tests for an “intention to cheat” only.
If you ask her friends and family, Jennifer Hunter is a relatively normal twenty-eight-year-old woman who works long hours as an investment banker and doesn’t have time for a relationship. But unbeknownst to them, she is actually leading a secret double life as “Ashlyn” and the stress of keeping it all under wraps is starting to take its toll. To make matters worse, her alter ego is in danger of being exposed when several photos of her appear on the website, www.dontfallforthetrap.com, and threaten to destroy the career she’s so carefully established.  All the while, Jen meets Jamie Richards, a charming and sophisticated marketing executive who makes her weak in the knees. 
Can she possibly allow herself to fall in love after all of the failed relationships she’s witnessed?  To do so she must tell Jamie the truth about her secret identity and leave her controversial career behind. But not before she takes on one last assignment—a job that will change her perceptions of trust, honesty and love forever.
A gripping story of one woman’s quest to come to terms with her past, find her future, and—most of all—rediscover her faith in love, THE FIDELITY FILES will be one of Summer 2008’s must-reads.  The book will be published in the UK, France, Russia, Germany, Australia, Taiwan, and the Czech Republic (to date), and St. Martin’s Press has already purchased the sequel (to be published Summer 2009).  
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
