And that’s why I need YOU to make them for me.” Brooklyn posts her dilemmas online followed by a simple poll and vows to do whatever her growing number of readers tell her. Should she tryout for the rugby team? Go on that extra credit field trip? Sneak off to a club opening with the dreamy new kid or hit the diner with her nerdy (and funny, and kind, and maybe a little cute) debate partner?
Following the guidance of her readers, Brooklyn makes friends she never expected and transforms into a person she doesn’t recognize. And she starts to learn the hard way that when it comes to being true to yourself, there are no short cuts, and sometimes the easiest decisions of all are the hardest ones for us to see.
For anyone who has ever wished growing up was a little less complicated, MY LIFE UNDECIDED is an irresistible read you will not be able to put down. 
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After graduating from Smith College in 2001, Jessica went on to work for MGM Studios as a Manager of Acquisitions and Business Development. In May of 2005, she quit her job to follow her dream of becoming a published author. In four short years, Jessica sold five novels (two adult novels to St. Martin's Press and three young adult novels to Farrar, Straus, Giroux BFYR. The Karma Club, Jessica's debut young adult novel, released in April of 2010 with My Life Undecided coming this June.
The skills and connections from MGM continue to play a vital role in her career. Unremembered, the first book in a new sci-fi series, will be released in Fall 2012 and has also been optioned for film by producer Doug Davison (The Departed, The Lake House, The Ring, How to Train Your Dragon). Jessica's books are published in over ten foreign countries including the UK, France, Germany, Czech Republic, Russia, Brazil, China, Portugal, Israel, and Taiwan. 

Jessica now works full time as a writer and producer. She currently splits her time between Los Angeles and Denver.
